Our annual conference will be taking place on the 11th and 12th September at Clare College, University of Cambridge <www.clare.cam.ac.uk>. 

The conference theme will be ‘The changing nature of social inequality: Gender, ethnicity, class and age in the 21st Century’. 

Social changes with regard to gender, the life course, and ethnicity raise challenges for research on social stratification. For instance, traditional stratification measures can be problematic in the context of rising female employment and educational attainment in combination with sustained occupational gender segregation. Lengthening durations in educational institutions can make age cohorts and life course stages critical contexts when studying occupational attainment. Rapid changes in the circumstances of ethnic minority populations within nations can impact upon wider socio-economic distributions. We hope that conference papers will address the impact of changes with regard to gender, age and ethnicity, for the analysis of social stratification in contemporary societies.
