Edited book: We have made provisional plans that the papers from the conference will in due course be collated in an edited book on the analysis of social stratification. Paper authors are asked to indicate their interest in this outlet during their submission (full papers required Nov. 2009). 
The conference theme will be ‘Social Stratification: Contemporary Issues’. 

We invite papers which discuss the analysis of social stratification with attention to the context of other related social differences and inequalities, such as associated with gender, ethnicity, migration and immigration, age and life course stage, socio-political identities, and social capital/cohesion. How does contemporary social stratification research engage with the analysis of other major social differences and social structures? In methodological terms, multivariate and ‘holistic’ analytical approaches are commonly used in quantitative and qualitative studies, but they may not generate equivalent conclusions. We hope that papers will make a contribution to a fuller understanding of the complex contexts of social stratification inequalities, over the range of old and new problems examined within stratification research.
